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This is the eternal Christian proclamation that def ines us as a Christian People.  It was St. 
Augustine, Bishop of Hippo in the fourth century, w ho declared, “We are an Easter People, 
and ‘Alleluia’ is our cry!”  Of all the religious h olidays and observances that mark the 
Christian year, with the changing colors of vestmen ts and banners and altar trappings that 
visually remind us of the cyclical passage of time throughout each year, it is Easter, the 
celebration of the Resurrection, the commemoration of the liberation and victory of Jesus of 
Nazareth over the powers and forces of the world, i ncluding even death, that distinguishes 
us from all others on the Earth.  He Is Risen!  And  we are indeed an Easter People…  
 
One need only to flip to the Episcopal calendar for  this month, April, to see the progression 
from the last few days of Lent in purple, to the br ight scarlet days of Holy Week marking the 
return of Jesus to Jerusalem on the Sunday of the P alms to face His trial, judgment, and 
execution on Maundy Thursday and Good Friday, follo wed by the brilliant pure whiteness 
indicating Easter Sunday and the ensuing weeks of t he Easter Season which complete the 
rest of the month.  The only discordant note in thi s colorful progression from darkness to 
light is the scarlet red of Saturday, April 25th, t he Feast of Saint Mark, the Evangelist, and 
author of the earliest Gospel to proclaim all this Good News.  His feast day is indicated in the 
red color of the blood of a martyr, a witness to Je sus, one who paid for his testimony with his 
own life.  This is a solemn reminder of the sacrifi ces of so many in the early years of our faith 
tradition who remained true to the proclamation tha t, “The Lord is risen,” in a time when the 
world didn’t want to hear such a message.  It is so bering to realize that we also live in such a 
time.  In this, the holiest and most joyous part of  the Christian year, may we remember that 
our faith continues to require sacrifice and dedica tion for the living of a Christian Life, loving 
God, loving our neighbors as ourselves, loving each  other as He loves us, and proclaiming 
regularly, “The Lord is risen!  He is risen indeed!   Alleluia!  Alleluia!!” 
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As members of St. Christopher’s, we seek to act as a part of the body of 
Christ in response to God’s love and grace by: 
• praising God together in Christ-centered worship 
• providing opportunities for education and spiritual  growth for all 
• loving and supporting each other in our life togeth er, and 
• reaching out to our community and larger world in l ove and service.

Let’s hear it for Green Americans! 
 
Time and again, those of you who follow the green l ifestyle show a resilience that can stand 
up to all kinds of crises in our economy. 
 
For example, when gas prices rose, we saw millions of Americans cutting back on their 
driving.  Green Americans were doing this already.   When Juneau, Alaska faced an avalanche-
induced power outage last spring, the town reduced its electricity use by 30%.  Green 
Americans have been pursuing energy efficiency for years ,  And recently it has been reported 
that the economic downturn can be seen at our natio n’s landfills, which have been taking in 
less trash, as more Americans shift to thrift -- re ducing, reusing, and recycling.  Smart 
consumption and pursuing zero waste:  again it’s Gr een Americans leading the way . 
 
Thrift is a traditional value in our country.  My g randmother told me stories about raising her 
young family during World War II, when the shift to  thrift helped mobilize an America in crisis 
to overcome great obstacles.  She recycled all of h er aluminum foil for the war effort, stopped 
buying nylon stockings, planted a victory garden, a nd saved money for the war-bond effort.  
As tough as those times were, my grandmother felt t hat what she did every day mattered for 
the country and her children’s future. 
 
We’re at just such a crossroads with our economy to day.  Like the economy my grandmother 
experienced during World War II, we need to move th e emphasis of our economy away from 
consumer goods as the driving engine.  But instead of a war effort, the priority now needs to 
be on a new green engine -- economic activity and j obs that bring about a sustainable future -- 
from energy efficiency, mass transit, and sustainab le agriculture. to education, health, and 
building resilient communities that make sure no on e is left behind.

Notes from the Senior Warden  ��	
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                 Holy Week According to the Gospel of Mark 
Larry McEachern, Facilitator 

 
St. Christopher’s Episcopal Church is pleased to an nounce a Lenten Bible Study  
entitled  “Holy Week According To The Gospel Of Mar k.”  The study will be con- 
ducted in lecture format and will be presented each  day at 12:00 o’clock noon from Monday, 
March 30 through Friday, April 3  and will last for one hour.  [NOTE:  THIS IS THE W EEK PRIOR 
TO HOLY WEEK.]  You are welcome to bring a brown ba g lunch at 11:30 am for some pre-
study fellowship. 
 
During this study of Holy Week, we will utilize the  Gospel of Mark.  We will do this for a couple 
of reasons.  First, theological scholarship has est ablished a strong consensus that Mark was 
the first of the New Testament evangelists to compo se his gospel.  Therefore, when we read 
Mark, we are reading the gospel story in its most p rimitive form.  Matthew and Luke both used 
Mark as their major source.  As we visit Mark durin g this study, we will compare and contrast 
the manner in which Mark relates the events of this  week with the gospels of Matthew and 
Luke.  In several instances, the amendments to the story created by Matthew and Luke have 
become much better known than Mark’s original procl amation. 
 
There is also another reason why we will utilize Ma rk’s gospel.  Mark alone of all the 
evangelists went out of his way to relate the event s of Jesus' last week in a chronological 
manner, while the other evangelists retained some, but not all, of these indications of time.  In 
fact, Mark not only chronicles the events of Holy W eek on a day-by-day basis, he alone also 
details morning and evening events in careful three -hour intervals beginning at 6 am and 
ending at 6 pm.  Thus, Mark alone has taken conside rable care to tell his story in such manner 
that his readers are able to follow the events of H oly Week day by day and eventually hour by 
hour.  Mark has thus crafted a very structured Holy  Week liturgy that progresses from Palm 
Sunday to Easter Sunday.  We will also explore some  interpretive strategies that will perhaps 
shed new light on the Easter experience for the par ticipants.  Your attendance will be most 
appreciated.    
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Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in  the habit of doing, but let us encourage 
one another . . . .   Hebrews 10:25 (NIV) 
 
           After moving a few months ago, I started  attending a new church nearby.  I went every 
Sunday, singing the songs and listening to the serm on.  I even took notes. 
           The only problem was that was all I did.   I didn’t join a Bible study, volunteer to hand 
out bulletins or play for the softball team.  I usu ally arrived a few minutes late and left 
immediately after the service concluded, so I didn’ t get to know any of my fellow churchgoers. 
           Then one Sunday I ran into Rachael, a fr iend from college.  She had been attending the 
church, too.  But, unlike me, Rachael had gotten in volved.  She was attending a Bible study 
and had helped with registration for the upcoming r etreat.  She was part of the community. 
           Driving home from church that day, I fin ally understood that showing up on Sunday 
morning isn’t enough.  Having a relationship with G od requires having relationships with His 
people, because it’s through them that I will give and receive His love. 
           This past week I arrived early and met a  few folks before the service started.  Who 
knows?  Maybe I’ll even start handing out bulletins .

“ICONS OF LOSS AND GRACE: MOMENTS FROM THE NATURAL WORLD.” By Susan Hanson.   
Lubbock, TX: Texas Tech University Press, 2004. (20 1p) 
 
 
“Like the icon that is both itself and more than it self, landscapes draw us deep into a mystery 
we can’t penetrate alone.  They are the door betwee n our inside and outside levels” (p.197). 
Thus does Susan Hanson, a lay Episcopal chaplain (f rom San Marcos, TX) write of finding God 
and spiritual wholeness through nature.  An avid ga rdener and inveterate hiker and percher-on-
rocks, she writes, “In learning to pay attention to  a little patch of ground, we learn to pay 
attention to the world.  We learn about limits and loss, about nature and the subtleties of 
growth, about the power of life itself” (p.76).    
 
Fifty-four short essays (averaging 3 - 4 pages) are  arranged into three sections where 
questions of how we deal with change and loss are a ddressed.   In “Innocence”, she reflects on 
the wonders found in our world, her perceptions ran ging from thoughts about stars and 
galaxies to the lowly dung beetle at work. The midd le section offers musings on the 
inevitability of “Loss”, both personal and in the n atural world.  Here, she is also confounded by 
the simplest of things and awed by the complexity o f life.  In “Grace”, the final essays focus on 
reconciliation with love and with loss, a reconcili ation through nature (and in essence, through 
the mystery of God and God’s handiwork).  
 
All vignettes come from brief, focused moments in p articular places (her garden, the Lebh 
Shomea retreat center,  Monahans Sandhills State Pa rk) where her ability to dissect and 
expand her experiences finds expression through her  love for the world around her and where 
these experiences become cultivated verbal soil for  us, her readers. 
 
Susan Hanson has worked as a journalist and is a lo ngtime member of the English faculty at 
Texas State University-San Marcos.  She served as t heir Episcopal chaplain from 1996-2007.  
She is currently the Province 7 Coordinator in High er Education.
