Finding Our Way Again: The Return of the Ancient Pr actices . By Brian McLaren.   Nashville, TN: 
Thomas Nelson, 2008. (215p) 
 
McLaren starts with the challenge that Christianity  has become a “system of belief” and that 
what we Christians today are searching for is somet hing more – in other words, ”a way of life.”  
Now, I think that we at St. Christopher’s live our faith as a way of life (humbleness being 
something that I’m still working on), and, so I won dered, “Oh! What is this man really trying to 
say?” – and – “Is there a way to better our way of life ?”   Always, of course!  And, so I 
continued…  

 
This book offers an explanation of his view of toda y’s world and of our search, as Christians, 
for spiritual direction.   Part 1 discusses the “Wa y” and offers examples for those seeking 
further spiritual growth.  In Part 2, various pract ices are described: contemplative, communal, 
missional, etc.  In Part 3, he suggests that we str engthen our faith as a way of life through the 
rediscovery of the ancient Christian practices know n as “the threefold way” - the Via Purgativa  
or Katharsis  (self-examination leading to purification or trans formation), Via Illuminativa  or 
Fotosis  (enlightenment), and, Via Unitiva  or Theosis  (unification with God).  To counteract the 
weightiness of history embodied by these Latin and Greek terms, the author imagines a 
spiritual quest to the Middle Ages where two metaph orical agents are used to explain these 
ancient practices: a run-down house and an ancient but sprightly abbess.  He concludes by 
emphasizing the importance of turning the noun “pra ctice” into the verb “practice” and that by 
so doing, we will become more alive and more able t o experience God more fully. 
 
Brian D. McLaren (1956 - ) graduated from Universit y of Maryland with a Masters in English in 
1981.  He was awarded a Doctor of Divinity (honoris  causa) from Carey Theological Seminary, 
Vancouver, BC, in 2004.  He has written many books and is a frequent guest lecturer at 
seminaries and conferences.  
 
This book is the first of an 8-book “Ancient Practi ces Series”.  Each, by a different author, 
focuses on one of the seven ancient practices share d by the Abrahamic traditions: constant 
prayer, Sabbath, fasting, sacred meal, pilgrimage, liturgical year, and tithing.

                                                                              Recovering, Restoring, Rejoicing 
 
Before Hurricane Katrina struck New Orleans in Augu st 2005, Avon was one of the city’s more 
than 484,000 residents. Less than two years after t he storm devastated the city and forced Avon 
to evacuate, she was back home. 
 
Avon rented property in the Central City neighborho od of New Orleans for more than 50 years. 
In 2007, she became the first homeowner in the Jeri cho Road Episcopal Housing Initiative, a 
partnership between Episcopal Relief & Development and the Episcopal Diocese of Louisiana. 
 
Jericho Road builds quality, affordable homes for l ow-income families in the city. The program 
aims to construct or renovate up to 150 homes in th e Center City neighborhood of New Orleans. 
Avon thought that renting was her only option until  she was directed to Jericho Road. “When 
the banks saw I had my new job for less than a year , they said I was a risk. I had worked at the 
same job for seven years before the hurricane but c ouldn’t keep that job after I evacuated,” said 
Avon. “When I applied for a house with Jericho Road , they took care of all that,” she said. 
 
Avon purchased her home on Philip Street after visi ting Jericho Road’s Open House. “I had to 
go to two classes. I learned a lot about owning a h ome and taking care of it. Without Jericho, I 
would be renting. I tell all my friends, if you get  a chance to own a home, go for it. Now, I’m 
paying for my mortgage, not someone else’s.” 
 
Working with local Episcopal partners in areas dest royed by Hurricane Katrina, Episcopal Relief 
& Development is restoring lives and giving hope to  people such as Avon.   To find out how you 
can help people with needs like Avon’s, go to www.e r-d.org. 
 
 

The following is a Daily Guideposts  meditation, from May 9, 2009 
 
For whether we live, we live unto the Lord; and whe ther we die, we die unto the Lord:  whether 
we live therefore, or die, we are the Lord’s. 
 
Recently I’ve dealt with the loss of several loved ones.  I include in that tearful list my beloved 
cocker spaniel Sally Browne,  who went to her rewar d at age sixteen.  She died in my arms on a 
beautiful May morning when once she would have stre aked through the woods out back, flaxen 
ears flying and tongue lolling out, chasing some en thralling scent no mere human could hope to 
apprehend.  Those years had long since passed for S ally and finally, that May morning, I 
brought her to her vet’s.  As her life slipped away , I felt the warmth and weight of her body fully 
against me.  The vet put a stethoscope to her chest  and whispered, “She’s gone.” 
 
Gone is a hard concept.  Gone is a full stop.  Ever y part of us rebels against it.  When I think of 
my friend Van, whom I also lost, I’m tempted to thi nk of a great emptiness where his presence 
once was.  I knew him much better than I knew most people, and he me.  To lose him was 
incomprehensible, as if I’d lost a part of myself. 
 
Yet loss is  comprehensible, but only through the presence of G od in my life, Who gives both life 
and death.  To accept death, to accept loss, is to move past my pain and embrace God, trusting 
in His perfect love and comfort.  Only He can bridg e that cold gulf between loss and life, and 
help me forge pain into acceptance.  It’s only then  that I can focus not on the one who died, but 
on the one who lived. 
 
As I move closer to You, Lord, help me find the Pre sence that will never fade or die and is there 
for Van and Sally and all who have gone ahead.
